What You Can Do
1) Order and pick up food packages through your local SHARE volunteer team. You can then
distribute the packages to the recipients of your choice.

2) Order food packages for individual families you know.

3) Become a distribution site where community members order and pick up food packages.
SHARE’s experienced staff and local volunteers will guide you through the process.

4) Give SHARE gift certificates to families in need or to employees as holiday gifts. Gift
certificates are redeemable for any food purchases at your local SHARE site, including holiday
packages.

5) Make a donation to SHARE that will be used to distribute free holiday dinner packages to
deserving families. You can designate the families, employees or geographic areas that you want to
receive the food, or let SHARE identify families in need on your behalf.
